ORCC Code of Conduct

The Ottawa River Canoe Club has a code of conduct for campers, staff and members.  Everyone is expected to abide by this code and any violations will be cause for discipline and may result in restriction of privileges or immediate dismissal from the camp or club programs.  Interpretation of the application of this code is at the discretion of the ORCC Board of Directors.  Parents and paddlers within the club are required to make themselves available to pick a participant up from camp should there be a violation.  The code is as follows:

1. Everyone deserves respect.  Therefore, no person will, by words or actions, humiliate or subject to ridicule any camp/club participant or staff member.

2. Everyone is entitled to be comfortable and secure at the club.  Therefore, no person will yell or speak in a degrading manner to any person in the club, and no person will physically, verbally, sexually or emotionally abuse any paddler or staff person.

3. As we are members of ORCC, no person will participate in the devaluing of the reputation, either professionally or personally, of another person, the ORCC, and no person will discriminate against another individual based on race, ancestry, place or origin, colour, ethnic origin, citizenship, creed, sexual orientation, gender, age, record of offense, marital status or handicap as set out in the Ontario Human Rights Code.

4. Everyone will respect the club equipment and treat it with care and act responsibly when on the water with the equipment.

This agreement is applicable while you are at the Canoe Club, or participating in an offsite event such as a paddling regatta.
